FRIUL MOSAIC,

A PAINTING DESTINED TO LAST IN TIME
STONE AND MOSAIC PROTAGONISTS IN THE WORLD, NOW IN BRAZIL

To realize a mosaic is to give a sense of value of each individual tile that takes shape, to compose what will become a painting destined to last in time. This art from the ancient and unique flavor allows to customize each creation by sharing dreams and wishes of the people. 

With a keen eye to future and to new possibilities, Friul Mosaic realizes mosaics entirely made by hand inside its own laboratory, tailor-made with rigor and precision. Craftsmen, highly qualified, come from the historic "Mosaicists School of Friuli" in Spilimbergo.

The skill of the artists who still cut the tiles with a hammer, together with many projects also studied in collaboration with famous architects and designers, gives rise to architectural solutions and design which are transformed into real works of art. The Mosaic becomes precious and rare, capable of donating unique feelings and emotions. "We strive every day to improve the quality of our creations " comment the sisters Barbara and Tiziana Bertoia - members of the company together with  the mosaic artist Natalina Querin - "to diffuse the charm of the Made in Italy in the world, the fruit of the craftmanship that has always distinguished us".

The new mosaics of Friul Mosaic are inspired by the most varied themes: from nature to the great works of art, to the mythological themes, to more modern design, always looking at the innovations and to the needs of interior design. 

Friul Mosaic employs the technique of the mosaic to create surfaces or to make murals panels or flooring, even of large dimensions which characterize the modularity of the drawing, to the flexibility of use for the potential of customization and characterization (according to type, to subject, to materials, to colors) starting from a scheme - that of the mosaic composition - that maintains its craftsmanship and ensures the uniqueness of the results.

So attentive to the millenary tradition, the company is engaged in an important realization of the Santuoario Nacional "Nossa Senhora da Conceiçao Aparecida", at Sao Paolo in Brazil that will be inaugurated on 12th October, the day of the celebration of the feast of the homonymous patron saint.

 Over 2000 square meter of surface to be coated. 1,600 hours for drawing and cutting of the sheets. 280 hours for the design. 12 thousand hours for the production. 14,000 sheets of mosaic made. These are the incredible numbers made from Friul Mosaic for the creation of extraordinary work. 

With over 18 thousand square meters of covered area, that of Aparecida is the Marian Sanctuary largest in the world and can contain up to 70 thousand believers. The Sanctuary, headquarter of the Synod of the Bishops of Brazil, represents the meeting point for all the churches of South America and has already been delighted with three papal visits.

The intervention of Friul Mosaic has regarded the dome covered with mosaics in glass and gold (rigorously Italian, supplied by the firm Orsoni of Venice) that interpret the works of the Brazilian artist Claudio Pastro. The mosaic of Aparecida, has involved, in a continuous way from 2012, 8 people between mosaicists, designers and installers.

"The Brazilian acquisition is the fruit of application, determination and great effort on our part to maintain constant, on a large scale, the standards of excellence that distinguish us," said Barbara Bertoia Ceo of the company. "The Sanctuary of Aparecida," she added, "represents an important icon for the entire catholic South America and thanks to us, will bring the Made in Italy trademark in its dome" .

Over 30 years of experience in the mosaic field. A vision that embraces tradition and innovation. All this is Friul Mosaic. The Company of San Martino al Tagliamento (Pn) was born from the passion of the founder, William Bertoja, for the art of mosaic in all its applications. A passion that has been passed on to the new generations that today joins him making this coating of ancient origins a complement of design, from strong contemporary spirit. Friul Mosaic is a reality that counts about thirty people who realize, completely by hand, mosaic works that reach every part of the world. With its precious mosaics, in fact, the company covers the most different environments: hotel, spa and thermal centers, swimming pools and private residences. Among the most refined public works realized, mosaics for the Chapel Mater Dei of Rome, the Foro Italico in occasion of Italia '90, part of the Gallery Alberto Sordi of Rome, the Sanctuary of Nairobi, mosaics for the underground station of Charlesroi in Belgium. And also, the historic Caffè Contarena of Udine, sumptuous residences in Russia and the United States, Japan and the Middle East. 

At the “classic” production linked to the themes of nature, of great works of art and to mythological and to contemporary, innovative and demanding projects are supported for interior designers. Unique and exclusive works, tailor-made as a dress of haute couture, starting from the project until the implementation. One of the first innovations introduced by the New Artistic direction is the birth of Friul Mosaic Studio . A place dedicated to research and innovation, supervised by the founder of the company William Bertoia and coordinated by the architects Matteo Nespoli and Alberto Novara , where new ideas converge and projects are developed in collaboration with leading companies in the design world. The new monograph of the Company designed by studio nespoli and novara , the restyling of the logo, the active collaboration with the press office tac communic@tion and the collections designed by Ubiali Statilio , Gum Design and Nespoli e Novara, FM Studio, are among the innovations of the Friuli company.
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
